Extracts from the B Armstrong’s Diary: 
 
October 27th, 1872 

 
A day of preaching in Norwich.  In the 
morning at St. Mark's, Lakenham, for the 
schools in the afternoon at St. James's, 
Pockthorpe - a vile neighbourhood full of 
factories and low dwellings and a poor 
church.  Tried to persuade some of the idle 
fellows to enter the church, without effect, 
however.  They gave me a good- 
natured wink, as much to say, "Not so 
green as that."  In the evening preached at 
St. Martin-at-Palace for the opening of the 
organ.
